Approval of minutes: December 12, 2005, adjourned board meeting.

Action:  Motion made by Director Shepherd  and seconded by Director Fraser to approve minutes.  Minutes were approved by unanimous vote.

GENERAL ITEMS:

1.
Report by Kelli Reed of McNally Temple Associates, Inc. on the December 2005 public opinion survey results.  Take action as necessary and appropriate.
Action:  Kelli Reed of McNally Temple Associates, Inc. and Stephen Kinney, of Public Opinion Strategies presented the results of the December 2005 survey.  Discussion followed which included how the pollster was sure a fair sampling was achieved, how best to utilize the results, and how to increase awareness of the risk of flooding in the area.
2.
Discuss next steps for a public awareness program.  Take action as necessary and appropriate.
Action:  In considering next steps Chairman Kranz pointed out the devastation caused by flooding and how the contamination that  accompanied flooding results in economic chaos over the whole region must be addressed.  How 100-year protection was once felt to be adequate for the region but now greater protection is a must in urban communities.  Chairman Kranz asked if the current plan to find fixes at Folsom Dam and Reservoir verses the cost was the best solution.  It was suggested ARA should review the work done some 15 years earlier on possible flood control projects on the American River while costs of flood protection has increased over time so has the value of power, water, environmental benefits and recreation.

Brian Jensen of Congressman Doolittle’s office reported the Congressman was able to get funding for an analysis of a multi-purpose Auburn Dam.  The study is to be completed by August 2006.  A member of the public pointed out that levies alone are not the answer as they will fail, and that recent history has proved this.  

Following the discussion it was moved by Director Sieglock and seconded by Director Ruhkala that Chairman Kranz and Director Fraser work with Kelli Reed of McNally Temple Associates, Inc. to develop a public awareness program aimed at educating the populous on the need for added flood protection in the area.  Motion was approved unanimously.
