GENERAL ITEMS:

Kelly Reed of McNally Temple Associates, Inc. will present a draft proposal to gauge public opinion on the Auburn Dam and related matters in light of current events.  Take action as necessary and appropriate.
Action:  Chairman Kranz lead off the discussion with a basic question of how to best ask area residents about the need for increased flood protection in light of recent events.  Public comments were offered by Laura Hancock, Newcastle resident related to the danger of flooding in the metropolitan area.  Harriet White, retired Placer County Supervisor, reported the Auburn Dam Committee Council had done a recent survey to determine people’s thoughts on Auburn Dam and suggested that information be considered by the ARA board.  Joe Nestile Nestal, of Granite Bay commented on the need for flood protection.  Gary Estes, reported that the current US Army Corps of Engineers programs are aimed at furnishing 1 in 213 year flood protection for the Sacramento area, but flood waters must be able to pass through the Sacramento area to prevent overtopping of the levees.  After public comment and board discussion a board committee of Chairman Bruce Kranz and Director John Fraser were asked to work with Kelly Reed of McNally Temple Associates to develop a proposal to gauge public opinion on the Auburn Dam and related matters.  The committee is to report back at the next meeting.
